INTRODUCTION 

In today's first reading God invites all who are hungry or thirsty to receive 

food and drink without cost. Jesus feeds the hungry multitude and reveals 

the abundance of God. At the eucharistic table we remember all who are 

hungry or poor in our world today. As we share the bread of life, we are 

sent forth to give ourselves away as bread for the hungry. 

 

The First Lesson is from Genesis chapter 32 verses 22-31 

Jacob wrestled all night with God, and when God wanted to get away as 

dawn was breaking, Jacob would not let God go until God had blessed 

him. Jacob's name is changed to Israel to mark his new relationship with 

God as he enters the land. Jacob is astonished that he remains alive after 

seeing God face-to-face. 

 
22At night Jacob got up and took his two wives, his two maids, and his 

eleven children, and crossed the ford of the Jabbok. 23He took them and 

sent them across the stream, and likewise everything that he had. 24Jacob 

was left alone; and a man wrestled with him until daybreak. 25When the 

man saw that he did not prevail against Jacob, he struck him on the hip 

socket; and Jacob's hip was put out of joint as he wrestled with him. 
26Then he said, "Let me go, for the day is breaking." But Jacob said, "I will 

not let you go, unless you bless me." 27So he said to him, "What is your 

name?" And he said, "Jacob." 28Then the man said, "You shall no longer 

be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God and with 

humans, and have prevailed." 29Then Jacob asked him, "Please tell me 
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your name." But he said, "Why is it that you ask my name?" And there he 

blessed him. 30So Jacob called the place Peniel, saying, "For I have seen 

God face to face, and yet my life is preserved." 31The sun rose upon him as 

he passed Penuel, limping because of his hip.

3For I could wish that I myself were accursed and cut 

off from Christ for the sake of my own people, my kindred according to 

the flesh. 4They are Israelites, and to them belong the adoption, the glory, 

the covenants, the giving of the law, the worship, and the promises; 5to 

them belong the patriarchs, and from them, according to the flesh, comes 

the Messiah, who is over all, God blessed forever.
