“Spiritual Vision”

Dear Friends:


Just a day before writing this article I received word of the death of my brother, Mike, who lives in Thailand. Happily he was here in April and I got to see and visit with him then. His death leaves me as the survivor of the three Moore boys; and I was the oldest. I am the sole survivor of the six of us from California who went back together in 1949 to study for the ministry at Concordia Seminary, St. Louis. And I was the old guy. . . . This month Lavona and I will celebrate our 65th wedding anniversary; and this year I turn 90. . . . The passage of time and the blessing of longevity has for me improved my vision of the blessings I have received from wife, family, friends, and the grace of Our Lord.


I remember when I was a teenager and received my first eye exam and had sample lenses placed in front my eyes and looked out of the optometrist's office saw leaves on the tree. A St. Louis eye surgeon calls his laser surgery "WOW! Surgery" because it "Will Open a new World." In 30 minutes a patient climbs off the operating table, sees a clock and blurts out, "It's a quarter to 10! I didn't even know there was a clock there." Laser beam meets cornea to reveal a world seldom seen by people with impaired vision. People notice details missed before.

When they hand you over, do not worry about how you are to speak or what you are to say; for what you are to say will be given to you at that time; for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you.

Everyone therefore who acknowledges me before others, I also will acknowledge before my Father in heaven.

Whoever does not take up the cross and follow me is not worthy of me.

Those who find their life will lose it, and those who lose their life for my sake will find it.



The truest thing about us is what the Bible says. It says we have limited spiritual vision and see "through a glass darkly." But with corrected spiritual vision our perception of God is increased. Things we missed before become visible. The wisdom and power of God are available in the moments we need them. Truths like "Christ with us" -- saving us for eternity, yet with us here and now -- take on clarity to comfort and empower us. Want to improve your spiritual vision? Fix your eyes on Jesus.

Times of worship, especially on festival days like we have this month, Pentecost and Trinity, are real spiritual eye openers.

Reflections on WORSHIP

and DISCIPLESHIP by Margo Geesing
“Happy Birthday!”

This month of June begins with the celebration of Pentecost – the birthday of Jesus’ church on earth.  This month we are going to do an overview of a theme that is present in all the lessons.  Before we begin, grab your Bible and take a quick read through: Acts 2:1-21; John 20:19-23; Matthew 28:16-20; and Matthew 9:35-10:29.  This way you will know what I am talking about: discipleship and passion.

We begin not with a Gospel lesson but rather with the Acts of the Apostles.  Remember, the 11, Mary, and a few others are hiding out in a room because they are in fear of the Jewish powers; that they will be killed also for being followers of Jesus.  They know Jesus rose from the dead but convincing others of this will be an uphill battle!  And they are waiting for Jesus to fulfill his promise to send the Advocate.  The Advocate (Holy Spirit) comes ~ with wind and fire ~ there’s no mistaking that something is happening now!  Then, the amazing thing happens – Peter begins preaching about Jesus to the crowd of faithful Jews who are assembled.  He is filled with the Holy Spirit and cannot hold the passion for Jesus in!  In the Gospel for Pentecost Jesus blesses, commissions to forgive, and gives the gift of the Holy Spirit to his disciples.

From Pentecost we go into the celebration of The Holy Trinity.  We hear in the Gospel lesson from Matthew Jesus’ second commissioning of his disciples ~ the responsibility to baptize in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit; and to teach.

By the third Sunday of June we are starting to get into the negative parts of being a disciple of Jesus.  Just as Jesus’ life was not an easy one, neither will yours be if you actually do what he asks of you.
