Actually, mustard seeds don’t grow into great shrubs.  People who plant seeds know how and why they grow.  Jesus is just being silly.  Mustard seeds can’t grow into shrubs that can house birds.  Farmers have to work very hard to get things to grow.  Or can they?!?  Have you heard of the story of Jack’s beanstalk?  Have you ever driven highways where kudzu was planted?  Or morning glory??  Jesus is trying to show us the delight, wonder, and mystery of creation, our own faith, and the Kingdom of God.  All of these have wonder.  All of these grow, often when we are not looking, as we go through our day by day lives.  It’s the little things: a smile, an acknowledgement, a simple greeting which can flower and grow our own faith or someone else’s and thereby grow the Kingdom of God.

I once could sleep through anything, including the fire alarm going off outside my dorm room door.  Not any longer.  I have wondered a couple of things about today’s Gospel, the calming of the sea.  First, how bad could it have actually have been if Jesus could sleep through it?  This is an open boat not a luxury liner.  I have also wondered, was Jesus actually speaking to the wind and the sea, or just the people in the boat?  We have all know those people, and you might be one of them, who, the more chaotic a situation is, the calmer they are.  Jesus is like that.  As we are running around like crazy trying to fix, or do, or get everything he’s over there going, “Calm yourself, trust me, have faith, be at peace.”

This month: slow down.  Take Sundays as a day of rest.  Praise God in Worship and then don’t be so busy.  The “stuff” that you MUST get done will be there tomorrow.  Take today as a moment to wonder in creation, family, friends, the Kingdom of God.  Be calm and listen to the voice of Jesus calling to you: this is enough.

June 14 is Flag Day here in the USA. And our country’s flag is a symbol of what our nation stands for. Glimpsing a flag instantly brings to mind perceptions associated with the country of the flag being viewed, whether freedom or control, prosperity or struggle. The flag is a nation’s ultimate symbol.

Unlike earthy flags, the banner mentioned in Isaiah 11:10 (“In that day the Root of Jesse will stand as a banner for the peoples; the nations will rally to Him, and His place of rest will be glorious.”) is more than just a symbol – it is a person. Certainly the Root of Jesse, Christ Himself, reminds us and gives to us everything that God stands for: truth, love, forgiveness. However, God’s banner, the Word made flesh, contains the very power to redeem His people and unite us in His glorious kingdom. This banner, Christ, is living and active, forgiving sins and working real life in all who trust Him. Our banner doesn’t just stand for something – He is!
