As Christians we are called to turn to Holy Scripture and prayer for guidance and strength as we face this world.  We find that when we turn to God, God’s presence is all we need to turn and face any trouble that surrounds us in this life.  Our Creator, Redeemer and Spirit is real and present with us now as much as our God has been with us from the beginning of creation and will be with us through eternity.
From our biblical history we can look to the difficult situations that our Judeo-Christian ancestors faced and find inspiration to remember to always turn to the Lord.
Joshua and Isaiah in our Old Testament reminds us to seek and trust in his peace and presence:
“Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid; do not be discouraged, for the LORD your God will be with you wherever you go.”  (Joshua 1:9-10)

the person.  Also, did you see – a woman was the first person it was announced to that the Lord had risen and she is the one sent to tell the menfolk!


Now we are in the weeks of Easter.  We spent a little more time from Easter to Pentecost than we do during Lent (40 days compared to 50 days).  On the second Sunday of Easter Jesus appears to his disciples in the upper room.  They are all together (except for Thomas).  They are sad and frightened.  Then Jesus appears in their midst.  He offers them three things: peace; the Holy Spirit; and commissions them to forgive sins.  Poor Thomas.  He reacted as many of us would have if told that someone you loved who died was up and walking around: sure, prove it!  But Jesus does not take him to task for his doubting, he comes and offers him that proof.  We also have a chance to again realign our behavior and actions to this proof.  Our mission hasn’t changed.  We are still to live in peace.  The Spirit still dwells within each of us.  And we are still being sent to reconcile the world.  How are you living the life of an Easter people?

On the final Sunday of April, we have the story of the road to Emmaus.  I love the story of the road to Emmaus.  There is so much in those short 22 verses.  They are about the faith journey.  They are about finding Jesus.  They are about the Eucharist.  They are about understanding faith and the Scriptures.  They are about the challenges of faith.  They are about traveling further with Jesus.  They are about asking Jesus for guidance and understanding.  They are about being bold in faith.  They are about being so caught up in your excitement that, although you may be tired, you get back on the road to share the news with others.  They are about traveling together and supporting each other in times of sorrow.


You will keep in perfect peace those whose minds are steadfast, because they trust in you. Trust in the LORD forever, for the LORD, the LORD himself, is the Rock eternal.  (Isaiah 26:3-4)
In the Gospels, St. John encourages us with the words of Jesus:  Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid.  (John 14:27)

St. Paul’s writings are always helpful to turn to for solace and strength.  His words reach across the centuries and can build us up, as he encouraged the early churches of this world.  My favorite epistle to turn to and find solace in, is to the church of Philippi (and now the church in Seal Beach!):

Do not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God.  And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus…I know what it is to be in need, and I know what it is to have plenty.  I have learned the secret of being content in any and every situation, whether well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty or in want.  I can do all this through him who gives me strength.  (Philippians 4:6-7; 4:12-13)

So, we face the world with God’s grace, Christ’s peace and the Holy Spirit strengthening us.  As Peter reminds us, And the God of all grace, who called you to his eternal glory in Christ, after you have suffered a little while, will himself restore you and make you strong, firm and steadfast.  (1 Peter 5:10)

As Christians we are called to turn our hearts, minds and souls toward God.  Especially as we strive to turn and follow the Lord more closely in Lent, and turn with Christ on our path to Holy Week and Easter — remember to always turn to the Lord.  Always.  In All Ways.

more than anything, gives each of us inherent dignity – this we need to recognize in each person we meet.


This Lent, walk through Baptism again and renew your own commitment to living the life God has called you to in faith and dignity.

As we begin April Lent is over: Passion/Palm Sunday just before us; The Three Days just after that; then Easter Sunday is the second Sunday of the month.  It is a run to the highest holy day of the Church calendar: Easter and, just as the disciples did, we wonder about what comes next.


We begin with the pageantry of Palm/Passion Sunday.  We get two Gospel stories today.  We begin with the Gospel of Matthew and that triumphant entry into Jerusalem.  Crowds cheering and waving palm branches.  And the Passion follows from the Gospel of Matthew.  For a moment, let us put ourselves in that situation.  Would we be one of the people cheering him as he entered Jerusalem?  Or would we be one of the ones who were afraid of what he was going to do?  What would we have done?  Would you go with the crowd and call for his death?  Would we turn away and not look?  Would we seek his freedom no matter what it cost us?  Remember that each time we sin we are gaining something in our betrayal.  It might not be Judas’ 30 pieces of silver but we get something or we wouldn’t do it.  Is it wealth, status, security, comfort, or an easier path?


Then we get to EASTER!  This is our most important Holy Day of the year.  It is more important than Christmas, after all we were all born!  And we will all die someday.  What we all will not do is rise from the death through our own power!  This is what makes Jesus different.  He is God.  We do read of resurrections in both the Old and New Testaments but all of them involved other people.  Someone asked God for this gift.  Someone prayed.  Someone touched 

Jesus.  Jesus explains the need for new birth in water and Spirit.  Jesus speaks of our need to believe and trust in God’s promises.  Our baptism continues with that same journey of trust and we profess our belief and trust in God in our creed.


The third Sunday of Lent we find Moses wandering in the desert with the Israelites.  They are tired, thirsty, and trying to “test” God.  Moses finally is told by God to strike a rock for water.  The Israelites realize that God is with them; not far away nor has he abandoned them.  Jesus declares himself the water of life to the Samaritan woman at the well.  We need to drink from this water so that we may become “…a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” (Jn. 4:14).  We are baptized by water (one of the most destructive things on earth and one of the most necessary) into the life, death, and resurrection of the Christ.


The fourth Sunday of Lent we hear the story of Samuel finding David to be anointed King.  David was the youngest son.  He was a shepherd.  In the Gospel of John Jesus also anoints the man born blind, only with spit and dirt, and declares himself the light of the world.  God uses the ordinary to do extraordinary things.  We too were anointed at baptism as Priest, Prophet, and King to do extraordinary things in our ordinary lives.  We also received a candle and were told to keep the flame of faith alive in our hearts; to be light to the world.


The fifth Sunday of Lent we hear from the Prophet Ezekiel.  Ezekiel has a vision of a valley of dry bones that is a promise to the nation of Israel that they will live again in their land through God’s life-giving Spirit.  In John’s Gospel lesson we hear about the resurrection of Lazarus.  Both are reminders that we were given new life in Baptism.  We put on Christ.  We symbolize this in the clothing in white garments.  It is the fact that each of us received the Holy Spirit to dwell within us at Baptism.  We have a soul: the breath of God within.  This,

when we shall be forever with the Lord,

when disappointment, grief, and fear are gone,

sorrow forgot, love's purest joys restored.

In our pain, our weariness, and our anxiety, surround us with your care, protect us by your loving might, and permit us once more to enjoy health and strength and peace; through Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. “Lent, Easter, and Continuing the Journey”


It’s Lent again!  I love Lent.  Really.  I love the lessons (especially cycle A), I love the solemnity, I love the hymns, I love the fact that there’s not a lot of hoopla surrounding it, I love the encouragement to give and do more, I love that people pray more, I love the disciplines, most especially I love that it’s a time to slow down and reflect.  For the month of March, we are going to look at the connection of the first lesson (Old Testament) with the Gospel lesson and the connection to Baptism, our first call to discipleship and Christianity.  As you enter the Sanctuary this Lenten season, first look straight ahead as you walk in.  What is it that you see in front of you?  That is the baptismal font – where our lives were changed forever in Baptism; just as our lives should be changed forever each Lent.  Take a moment to reconnect with your Baptism before being seated.


The first Sunday of Lent we begin with a lesson from Genesis 2:15-17; 3:1-7 which addresses the temptation of the first human creation.  The Gospel lesson from Matthew 4:1-11 is the temptation of Jesus in the desert.  Humanity did not resist temptation and were sent out of the presence of God.  Jesus, on the other hand, gave us the example of rejecting temptation.  At baptism we (or our parents) are again asked to reject the same temptations that both our first parents failed to and Jesus did: Do you reject Satan? And all his works? And all his empty promises?  We are reminded during Lent that this is an ongoing need in our lives.


The second Sunday of Lent we hear in Genesis 12:1-4 the call of Abram and Sarai to leave their land, and the promise of God to give them a new land and new descendants.  In the Gospel of John 3:1-17 we have Nicodemus coming to

The Meaning of the Days
Lent

Origin of the word is from the Anglo Saxon “lencten,” meaning “spring.”  Lent originated in the fourth century. Season spans 40 weekdays beginning with Ash Wednesday. Originally was a time of preparation for those who were to be baptized at the Easter Vigil (early on Easter Sunday). Today, Lent is marked as a time to prepare for the celebration of Easter. The number 40 is connected with many Biblical events, especially with the forty days Jesus spent in the wilderness preparing for His ministry by facing the temptations that could lead him to abandon his mission. 
Ash Wednesday

First day of Lent.  Name comes from the ancient practice of placing ashes on worshippers’ heads as a sign of humility before God.  Ashes are symbolic, since early Biblical times, of repentance of sin or of grief in mourning.
Palm Sunday

This Sunday commemorates the triumphal entry of Jesus into Jerusalem.  Palm trees have always been a tree of honor to the Semitic people; these trees marked the place where shepherds could find water for their flocks.
Maundy Thursday

The word “Maundy” is thought to have come from the Latin word “mandatum” which means commandment.  Maundy then refers to the instructions Jesus gave his disciples in the upper room where He celebrated Passover with his disciples. “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another” (John 13:3, 4).

Also referred to as Holy Thursday.  For some it is commemorated with the symbolic washing of feet.
Good Friday

Why “good’? There have been many conjectures.  One is that it represents a vowel shift from an older form of “God’s Friday” that changed to “Good Friday.”  Good may refer to the great good God was able to accomplish for man by sending His Son.  Good may present the post-resurrection perspective that what God accomplished was good, rather than from man’s perspective that it truly was “bad.”
