“The Breath of Life”

Dear Friends:

Another November. Another Thanksgiving Day.

There is a prayer that begins “Thank You, Lord, for waking us this morning and allowing us to see as new day. Thank You for giving us the breath of life.” The prayer continues, but it begins with thanksgiving for awakening to a new day and the breath of life.

When I first heard this prayer, I tried to recall my morning thoughts. I don’t wake up thankful for daily breath (my thoughts are usually about what I have to get done that morning at the desk). Breathing comes “naturally,” so I seldom think of giving God credit. Yet the prayer’s simple strength touched me. God gave us our breath, His own breath, when He first breathed life into Adam.

Jesus Christ, God’s Son, died on the cross for our sins and at that earth-shattering moment “breathed His last” (Mark 15:37). The risen Lord Jesus, appearing to His disciples, “breathed” on them the Holy Spirit (John 20:22). Paul tells us that all Holy Scripture is “God-breathed” (2 Timothy 3:16).

“Prayer and Thanksgiving”


This month’s Gospel lessons are all foreshadowing the coming times and are more fitting for Lent than right before we begin the Advent Season.  But it is fitting that the church includes them here as a reminder that, although Jesus came as a baby and in human form, he is so much more!


Before we get there we still have November to look at.  The first Sunday we celebrate All Saint’s Day.  This is an especially poignant this year because we have the lesson of the raising of Lazarus.  It is a reminder to all of us that even though we are saddened by the passing of loved ones there is a promise of resurrection through Jesus and the need for prayer.


The second Sunday we see the contrast between the proud and oppressive rich and powerful and the humble and poor widow.  This does not condemn the rich and automatically raise the poor.  Jesus doesn’t give her the money back.  This calls us to remember that to someone else, we are rich.  To others we are poor.  It is how you use what you have.  Currently it is still the poor and middle class that support our churches.  This lesson, oddly, falls on the same Sunday that we are having our Annual Congregational Meeting Part 1 with the presentation of the budget.  Or could this be God’s guidance?!?  Take a moment to pray and reflect on your need to thank God for all the gifts he gives you when you start planning your giving for this coming year.
