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From Pastor Lisa Rotchford …
“The Jeopardy Question?  Our First Presidential Thanksgiving”
Dear Family and Friends:
I join with many of you almost every evening…in watching Jeopardy.  I, like many of you, like to learn new facts and one recently popped up that I never knew.

I thought that Abraham Lincoln gave the first Presidential Thanksgiving Proclamation because his is the one often quoted as he set aside the 4th Thursday in November as our annual national Thanksgiving holiday.  But in fact, as Jeopardy taught, the very first Presidential Thanksgiving Proclamation was given by George Washington in the first year of his presidency, 1789. 

A faithful Christian and leader in Episcopal churches throughout his (and my) native Virginia, he put our national Thanksgiving holiday in holy-day perspective by including historical events — the Revolutionary War, the establishment of our country, our relationship with the world — in thanksgiving perspective, with God’s providence and will for our country.

Following an order from both Houses of Congress, our first President “was instructed to recommend to the People of the United States a day of public thanksgiving and prayer” and assigned the first US government Thanksgiving Day “to be devoted…to the service of God…who is the beneficent Author of all the good that was, that is, or that will be.”

Since we live 230 years later than this proclamation in time “that will be”, we can join with our ancestors remembering Washington’s exact words “rendering God our sincere and humble thanks for:

—God’s kind care and protection of the People of this Country…

If God does not exist it has cost you a bit of comfort but just think of how much better you have made life for others with a little more kindness and love in the world.  In the end, if there is no God and no afterlife and no eternity, it wouldn’t matter – you’re dead.  As for me and my house, we will serve the Lord.  I choose to live a life in faith.  This week, check your faith.  Are you going through the motions or are you really working on building the Kingdom?  Are you reaching for eternal life and God or not?


As we are nearing the end of the time after Pentecost, we are reminded that turmoil has been present in the world even when Jesus was alive!  There are always people saying “The end is near!” or “Jesus is Coming.” Or “The sky is falling.” or whatever the latest dire prediction is.  This does not mean that we throw our hands up and give up.  We are to be good stewards of the gifts given by God to each of us.  What we need to remember is that this too will pass.  We need to keep our eyes on Jesus.  Where is he leading me?  What does he want me to do?  Always remember: with God, all things are possible.  We must have patient endurance to save our lives so we may live with him hereafter.  This week, weed out the false prophets in your life, those things that worry you, that keep you from doing what Jesus wants you to do, or that overwhelm you.  Keep your eyes on him.


So, what do you think about a King that dies while people gamble for his clothes, pretty much naked, mostly abandoned, no guards of his own around him, and with two thieves by his side?  Not exactly a noble death.  This is the King you have chosen to follow.  The fourth Sunday of November we celebrate Christ the King with a Gospel lesson from Luke of the Crucifixion.  His symbol is not a rampant lion or a fleur-de-lis, not a gilded crown or scepter but rather it is a cross.  A symbol to the world at that time of a criminal.  Jesus elevated the cross to an amazing point.  He has taken this wooden form of death and created a symbol of love, forgiveness, sacrifice, obedience, and salvation.  This week, each time you make the sign of the cross, pause.  Think about what this symbol means to you specifically and to the world.  What declaration are you making when you sign yourself or someone else with the cross?  Be silent and reflect on the symbol YOU have claimed for your own and how it is manifested in your own life.


—the great degree of tranquility, union, and plenty, which we enjoy…

—for the peaceable and rational manner, in which we have been enabled to establish constitutions of government…

—for the civil and religious liberty with which we are blessed; 

—the means we have of acquiring and diffusing useful knowledge; and in general, for all the great and various favors which he hath been pleased to confer upon us.”

President Washington asked us to “unite in most humbly offering our prayers and supplications…

—to pardon our national and other transgressions;

—to enable us all, whether in public or private stations, to perform our several and relative duties properly and punctually;

—to render our national government a blessing to all the people, by constantly being a Government of wise, just, and constitutional laws, discreetly and faithfully executed and obeyed;

—to protect and guide all Sovereigns and Nations and to bless them with good government, peace, and concord;

—to promote the knowledge and practice of true religion and virtue, and the increase of science among them and us;

—and generally to grant unto all Mankind such a degree of temporal prosperity as God alone knows to be best.”

(Given by President George Washington’s hand at the City of New-York the third day of October in the year of our Lord 1789.)

As Psalm 107 teaches us: “Give thanks to the Lord, for he is good; his love endures forever.”  Living into our nation’s third century, may we humbly give thanks for our founding president’s wisdom and for being blessed with God’s goodness and love always in all ways.  Have a blessed Thanksgiving!

Reflections on WORSHIP and DISCIPLESHIP by Margo Geesing

“A Question of Faith”


On the first Sunday of November we celebrate All Saints’ Day.  This is a day to remember those who have passed on during the last year and reside with God for eternity.  It is also a reminder to all of us of the promises we have through our faith in the Lord Jesus Christ: through baptism we were made saints, co-heirs to Christ and through Christ and His Holy Communion we are forgiven.  We are invited in today’s Gospel from Luke (Luke’s version of the Beatitudes) to share in the radical love that Jesus himself displayed: loving the poor, caring for the hungry, and comforting the sorrowful.  Luke also gives us a warning about being complacent to the needs of others, being too comfortable, and being thought well of by society.  Jesus goes beyond what is normal by calling us to love our enemies; be kind, in spite of not because of, how others treat you; not to seek retribution or revenge; and, finally, to treat others as we would want to be treated.  This week be conscience of how you are treating those less fortunate than you.  Respond to the person asking for money, comfort someone who is sorrowing even if you don’t know them, and be aware of how you are responding to everyone you come in contact with.


The question of an afterlife and resurrection rears it’s head on the second Sunday of November.  This time it is the Sadducees who try to trap Jesus in answering a question about marriage after death.  We believe, in faith, that there is a resurrection and an afterlife because of Jesus’ own resurrection and that he told us so.  But it is still taken on faith; the belief in what we cannot see.  This seems to beg the question: does it really matter?!?  It really comes down to Pascal’s Wager.  Either God exists or he doesn’t.  Either Jesus rose from the dead by his own power, he is God, he is true to his word or he is not.  There either is or is not an afterlife; live with God for eternity or not.  It costs us to live life in belief (go back to those beatitudes and the Sermon on the Mount!) but it also rewards us greatly after death.
