“No Potato is Too Hot for God”

Dear Friends:

The children’s song says, “He’s got the whole world in His hands.” Through the prophet Isaiah, God declares, “No one can deliver out of My hand.” (Isaiah 43:12)

When we look at the state of our world and nation, and the state of our own lives, we may well conclude that He has His hands full!

But let’s remember, our Baptism has put us right into the palm of God’s hand. However, the temptations of the devil, the attractions of the world, and our own weakness cause us to question His grip on us. “Sinner that I am,” the temptation goes, “God is going to drop me like a hot potato.” Understandable? Yes. Factual? No.

Instead, Jesus Christ opened His hands on the cross for sinners – for us. His wounded hands beckon us to return to Him in repentance. On the cross, He has won our forgiveness. No person or circumstance can reverse or cancel His overwhelming love. Salvation belongs to us because of the nail-pierced hands of our Savior.

you giving up?  What have you left behind for his sake?  Then we get to the part that makes me sigh with an, “Oh, Jesus, why did you have to say THAT part?!?” because he makes that promise that whatever you have left behind for his sake you will be repaid a hundredfold; but at the end of the list (houses, brothers, sisters, etc.) with persecutions.  Now really, who wants that part!!  That is the life you signed up for at baptism so we are all going to have to deal with that part also.


Third Sunday comes the question of who is the most important.  Really, do you want to be that important to Jesus?!?  Have you actually heard what he says about following him?  And looking at James and John’s response to him, “We are able.” worries me knowing what I do about how it all ends.  The cup, the baptism, the journey are all difficult.  Being called to serve is hard.  Remember who actually were on the right and left Jesus, on the cross?  Think before asking for places of honor, they may not be as great as you think they would be.


Fourth Sunday is Reformation so you will be hearing from John but take a look at the Gospel from the 23rd Sunday after Pentecost (Mark 10:46-52).  There are some interesting things in that Gospel: Bartimaeus is the first person in Mark’s Gospel to call Jesus “Son of David”.  Again, we have a similar situation to the first October lesson, hushing people who weren’t important.  Bartimaeus was blind and had the faith that Jesus could heal him.  That faith Jesus says healed him.  And what did he do afterwards – he chose to follow Jesus.  How often in our lives do we call out to Jesus but don’t respond when he says to come to him?  Is it because the reply requires something from us – movement, change, challenge, a different way of thinking.  Or are we just those good times friends – one that leave when the way gets hard or more is asked of us than we want to give.  Bartimaeus chooses to go – to follow Jesus into the unknown, come what may.


No matter what the sin, we’re in His hands. No matter what the circumstances of our world, we’re in His hands. He holds us, our life, and all things in His hands. As the song says, “He’s got the whole world in His hands.” And that includes you!

 “Courage = Servant”


This is a month of challenges that take courage and trust to respond to.  Jesus calls through the Gospels for us to look at what the world values and compare it to what he values.  Are they in alignment?  Which will you choose when they aren’t?

The first Sunday of October has one of my favorite passages: Jesus blesses the children and specifically he embraces / picks them up.  He is showing his followers that even children are important.  So much of society looks at what you can produce, what you can contribute to society to define your worth.  For most of the people who read this newsletter, that’s not where your life is.  Most are retired so not “producing” anymore.  Does this make you any less valuable?  Jesus says NO.  You will always have value to him.  Society has the “throw away people” (homeless, poor, unemployed, sick, too old, too young, too expensive) but they are all EQUALLY important to Jesus.  When we die and meet Jesus he is not going to ask us how much money we made or what designers we wore or what clothes we had or where we lived or what we drove.  He’s more interested in how many lives have you touched in a positive way, how much have you loved others, how have you served him and others.  We must remember that we could be entertaining angels unaware in everyone we meet.

Second Sunday we hear about the impossible: a camel going through the eye of a needle and Jesus commenting on those who are rich.  And we all think, “He’s not talking to me!  I’m not rich!”  Perhaps you are not “rich” as society defines it but yes, you are rich – you have faith.  Now look at it again.  Your faith makes you rich.  Are you sharing that?  What are
